Convergent Scavenger Hunt Fractions (Answers)

The numerator tells you how many parts are in the fraction. Ex. 2/5 The two tell us that 2 of the 5 parts are missing, shaded, or eaten depending on what the fraction is trying to represent. (www.jamit.com)

The denominator says how many equal parts in the whole object. Remember denominator can never be 0 because you cannot divide by 0 (www.jamit.com)

Fractions are useful for reading recipes when cooking, or for cutting a pie or pizza for a party. (www.articlebase.com)

Equivalent fractions have the same value, even though they may look different. They are the same because when you multiply or divide both the top and bottom by the same number the fraction keeps its value. Remember: What you do to the top of the fraction you must also do to the bottom of the fraction. (www.mathisfun.com)

Mixed fractions have a whole number plus a fraction. For example 2 1/5 is considered a mixed fraction (www.jamit.com) 

Fractions are used in everyday life and we do not even realize it. For instance suppose there are eight people wanting to eat pizza. You cut the pizza into eight equal slices and each person gets one slice. Each person gets 1/8 of the pizza. (www.articlebase.com)
Two foods that could be used as an example of a fraction are a pizza and pie. (www.articlebase.com)
A fraction is when an object is divided into a number of equal parts then each part is called a fraction. (www.jamit.com)
